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9. Entry fee:

open class per skier of € 130.-- for 3 events and € 90.-- or each single event.
U15 and U19 per skier of € 80.-- for 3 events and € 50.-- for each single event

The entry fee must be paid in Euros at the competition office before the beginning of the official
practice.
